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Nabatake remains and Matsurokan

Excavation survey was conducted in Nabatake remains in 1980.

From this remains, small paddy field traces of 20to30square meters
were discovered together wooden agricultural tools, the stone knives and
many carbonized rice in late Jomon period.

This discovery showed that rice cultivation was transmitted from Asia
continent to Japan and rice cultivation was done in Japan earlier than
Yayoi era.

Nabatake remains have important implications as a birthplace of rice
cultivation in Japan, and this remains is nationally designated historic site.

Matsurokan is an exhibition facility that show you the materials
excavated from Nabatake remains.

It is a place where you can experience the rich nature by reproducing the

ancient paddy field and the forest of Jomon era in the park.
